Agreement of Exchange Students

Between
Kyoto University of Education as the representative of
the 4 University Consortium in the Kansai area of Japan
and
Suansunandha Rajabhat University as the representative of
the 40 Rajabhat University Consortium in Thailand

Based on the Agreement of Academic Exchange between Kyoto University of Education as the
representative of the 4 University Consortium in the Kansai area of Japan and Suansunandha Rajabhat
University as the representative of the 40 Rajabhat University Consortium in Thailand, the following
matters are agreed upon to promote student exchange,

1. The number of exchange students to be accepted by each party, Kyoto University of Education and
Suansunandha Rajabhat University shall be up to twelve (12). The procedure of acceptance shall be
determined by the host institutions following the selection of the home institutions.

2. The exchange students shall be classified as non-degree and non-regular students.

3. The duration of stay of exchange students at the host institutions shall be more than one semester but
no more than one academic year,

4. The exchange students shall possess sufficient ability in the necessary languages (Japanese or
English / Thai or English) to complete their program at the host institutions.

5. The exchange students shall follow the guidance of their academic advisors and be available to attend
necessary classes and participate in any other research activities.

6. The home institutions shall respect the evaluation of academic records of the host institutions. The
method of recognition shall be determined according to the regulations of the home institutions.

7. The host institutions shall give necessary advice such as accommodation concerning students’ life in
the host country.

8. The exchange students should pay the ordinary tuition fee at the home institutions during their stay
at the host institutions. The host institutions shall not charge exchange students for entrance
examination, matriculation and / or tuition fees,

9. The exchange students are responsible for paying their own personal expenses including food, clothing,
accommodation, transportation, school supplies, medical care, health insurance and so on.

10. Besides the above, the host institutions shall determine any other necessary matters during the
exchange period.

11. This agreement shall come into effect from the day of its signing and shall remain in effect for three (3)
years. The continuation of the agreement is to be renewed automatically for the next unless either
side gives notice a year in advance.
