(Thailand)

1. Overview

ShareRing Lab, a division of ShareRing Limited, announces the beginning of application
period for grants in practicable research in the areas of metaverse, digital identity and NFTs.
The company welcomes applications related to the topics of the use of digital identity within a
metaverse environment, as well as the development and usage of NFT's with a utility for
events, access to venues, identity verification or other appiications that do not include NFT
art.

This initiative is part of ShareRing Limited long-term commitment to developing new
approaches to the issuance, storage, verification and sharing of information and documents.
Established in early 2018, the company has grown to become a global technology business
with staff distributed in 11 countries and 5 regions around the globe. ShareRing origins were
based in the sharing and rental economies and by now the company has evolved into a
verifiable digital personal information ecosystem utilizing blockchain technology. The
ShareRing Lab is a ShareRing subsidiary which was established to support innovative
research in the related areas.

The grants for this year are only available for applicants in Thailand, however, in the near
future. ShareRing Lab plans to welcome applications from Australia, Hong Kong and ASEAN
countries. Researchers and academics are invited to apply, with young and early career
researchers especially welcomed. Both individual and group proposals are acceptable. n total
three research grants will be available in 2021, with a maximum amount of 150.000 THB each.
The grants will cover research projects for the period of three months, and within another
month from the end of the grant period, reports should be submitted. All literary rights and
patents with regards to this grant will remain with the grant recipient.

2. Research Areas
In Thailand, applications are welcomed for the following subjects:

1. How to use the digital identity within a metaverse environment.

2. Development and usage of NFT's with a utility for events, access to venues, identity
verification or other usage that doesn't include NFT art.

3. Grant Award

Each grant award carries a maximum amount of THB 150,000 (up to 3 grants).
4. Grant Period

The length of research covered by the grant is 3 months.

5. Eligibility

Faculty, researchers and students from universities in Thailand
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6. Application Form
The Application Form consists of 5 parts, all of which must be completed and typed.

a. General Information, b. Research Plan, ¢c. Research Team (include a CV of the Primary
Researcher), d. Reference and e. Budget Projection (note the categories of permissibie
expenses and include catalogues and quotations as necessary)

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Be sure to proof-read applications for clarity, grammar, spelling and math. The ShareRing
Thailand reserves the right to reject applications that are incomplete, inaccurate or fail to
attach supporting documents. Falsification of information may result in the revocation of
grants.

7. Application Deadline
Compieted applications should be received by 15 February 2022.
8. Notification

Both successful and unsuccessful applicants will be informed of the outcome in December
2022. SHR Ring (Thailand) regret that they will be unable to provide feedback to unsuccessful
applications.

9. Obligations of grant recipients

(a) Before receiving the grant, each successful applicant should endorse a “Document of
Formal Agreement” to acknowledge the grant terms and conditions.

(b) “Report of Research Results” and “Report of Utilization of Research Grant”

The “Report of Research Results” and “Report of Utilization of Research Grant” shouid be
submitted within one (1) month from the end date of the grant period. In the event that the
above documents are not received within the said time frame, without the explicit consent from
SHR Ring (Thailand) for an extension, SHR Ring (Thailand) reserves the right to revoke the
research grant. All literary rights and patents with regards to this grant belong to the grant
recipient.

10. Announcement of research results
In principle, results of all ShareRing grant-funded research should be announced in academic

journals. Acknowledgements of the ShareRing research grant should be included in such
announcement(s). Copies of the official announcement(s) should be forwarded to ShareRing.
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11. Handling of Personal Information

(a) SHR Ring (Thailand) shall limit the use of personal information obtained in relation to the
research grant to areas pertaining to the selection of grant recipients.

(b) Once a decision has been made regarding grant recipients, SHR Ring (Thailand) shall
release to the public details such as the names and affiliations of the recipients, grant award
amount etc. In addition, the “Report of Research Resuits” that is submitted for inclusion in the
Compilation of Reports of Research Results may also be released to third parties.

(c) SHR Ring (Thailand) shall act appropriately and promptly to requests made for the
termination of release of the above-mentioned information to third parties.
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
